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	This study aims to examine the problem and instill moral values in early childhood in an interesting and fun way. This research is qualitative descriptive research. Data collection is done by interview, observation, and documentation. The subjects in the study were Insan Azkia Banjarmasin Kindergarten students in Group A. The analysis technique was carried out by reducing data, presenting data, verifying, and drawing conclusions. During observation, indicators were obtained from the aspect of students' affective data (attitudes). The results showed that the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" can be an interesting tool in introducing the moral values of early childhood. Introducing moral values through fairy tales is still an effective and meaningful for children. The moral values taught include Trust, Love of God and His Creation, Responsibility, Fairness, Politeness, and Self-confidence. All of these values are in every fairy tale presented to children.
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	Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengkaji masalah dan berupaya menanamkan nilai moral pada anak usia dini dengan cara yang menarik dan menyenangkan. Penelitian ini adalah penelitian deskriptif kualitatif. Pengumpulan data dilakukan dengan wawancara, observasi, dan dokumentasi. Subyek dalam penelitian adalah siswa TK Insan Azkia Banjarmasin Kelompok A. Teknik analisis dilakukan dengan mereduksi data, menyajikan data, verifikasi, dan menarik kesimpulan.  Analisis indikator diperoleh dari aspek data afektif (sikap) siswa selama observasi. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa buku dongeng “ANTASARI” dapat menjadi sarana yang menarik dalam pengenalan nilai moral anak usia dini. Pengenalan nilai moral melalui dongeng masih menjadi cara yang efektif dan bermakna bagi anak. Nilai moral yang diajarkan meliputi Amanah, Cinta Tuhan dan Ciptaan-Nya, Tanggung Jawab, Adil, Santun, dan Percaya Diri. Semua nilai ini ada dalam setiap dongeng yang disajikan kepada anak.  
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Introduction
Moral education is given in various educational institutions, one of which is Early Childhood Education (PAUD). PAUD or pre-school age is when children have not entered formal education. PAUD is the basis for the formation of human moral character, so basic behavior and abilities are formed according to the stage of development to become good citizens (Yuliana, 2015). For this reason, it is necessary to inculcate moral values ​​in early childhood. The importance of inculcating moral values ​​in early childhood so that children's character can develop with the potential and abilities of children optimally and the growth of positive attitudes and behavior for children. Moral education involves attitudes and personality so that learning is not only limited to the development of intellectual abilities but also to the development of a student's character, attitudes, and behavior.

The moral is a view of good and evil, right and wrong, and behavior that can and cannot be done. In addition, morality is also a set of beliefs in a society regarding the character or behavior and what humans should do. The inculcation of moral values ​​in early childhood is introduced through introducing and getting used to the order of shared life based on the values ​​of human life (Nuryani, 2015). Therefore, moral education must be instilled in children early because early age is an excellent time to develop children's moral intelligence.

Instilling moral values ​​aims to instill moral values ​​that are starting to fade in children's environment due to the harmful influences they get, so it is hoped that children in the future will have good morals (Aini, N., Ruslan, R. , & Ely, 2016). According to Law no. 20 of 2003 concerning the National Education System, Article 1 point 14 states that early childhood education is one of the coaching efforts aimed at children from birth to 6 years which is carried out through the provision of educational stimuli to help physical and spiritual growth and development so that children have readiness. In entering further education.

Early childhood education is focused on developing all aspects of children's potential (Hermuttaqien & Mutatik, 2018). One aspect of early childhood development is the aspect of moral and religious values. Moral and religious values ​​in children are described in detail in several behavioral indicators from the age of 1 year to 6 years as follows: saying short prayers, taking care of all God's creations, starting to imitate prayer movements, praying a before and after starting activities, carrying out religious worship, loving and caring for all of God's creations, loving the homeland, recognizing deliberation and consensus, love between fellow Indonesian ethnic groups, recognizing manners by being grateful, saying greetings when meeting other people, practicing to always be orderly and obedient to the rules, take care of yourself, keep the environment clean, be responsible for the assigned tasks, be neat in acting, dress, and work, with good manners.

The background of the importance of introducing moral values ​​in early childhood is the impact of the pandemic that has lasted for the past few years. Parents who are busy with work and find it easier to provide gadgets without assistance are also causes of children's declining moral values. In addition, the lack of habituation children do in everyday life is an important reason to start instilling morals from an early age. The moral decline experienced, if not given special attention, will be bad for future generations (Dewi & Rakhimawati, 2021). School institutions are strategic places to support the cultivation of moral values ​​in early childhood. A good school is a school that cares and focuses on moral education or value education in addition to science teaching activities (Rukiyati, 2019).

Education currently only prioritizes the scientific and intelligence aspects of children. Early childhood education emphasizes learning to achieve cognitive intelligence targets that focus on reading, writing, and counting (calistung) activities. The teacher tries to fulfill the will of the community, namely the parents of students, by neglecting aspects of the moral formation of children. Children must be equipped with various good things to become a moral nation. Parents and teachers do not realize that intelligent children are not only intellectual but also have multiple intelligences. In this day and age, technology is increasingly sophisticated and is widely enjoyed by adults and children. Storytelling activities in children's eyes are no longer popular because of rapid technological advances. From waking up in the morning until the night before going to bed, children are faced with television which presents various kinds of programs. Many television shows feature quizzes, soap operas, and films that do not educate children. Television viewing like this is not a good spectacle for children and can damage children's morale.

One of the media for children's moral learning is fairy tales. Stories in fairy tales are used to instill moral values ​​because they contain elements that strengthen the middle brain and right brain (Kusumastuti & Rukiyati, 2018). Children who hear stories from the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" will directly associate the story's contents with themselves. Stories train children to be sensitive and sharpen memory. This follows the story's content in the fairy tale "ANTASARI" which is packed with educational stories rich in noble values, exemplary character, and characterizations that are close to the environment around students. Reading stories to children is one way of communicating with children (Madyawati, 2016).

Stories benefit children's development, namely helping the personal and moral formation, channeling the needs of imagination and fantasy, and stimulating children's verbal abilities. Storytelling is one way to instill positive character values ​​in children (Triaristina & Mukhlis, 2019). For example, the characters in the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" are good characters and flawed characters. In the presentation, the teacher explains that behavior that is not bad should not be imitated. As a result, introducing moral values ​​through children's stories becomes more accessible and meaningful. The moral values ​​conveyed can be well received in early childhood.

Children from an early age must obtain moral education. Moral education from an early age will equip children's morals throughout the life span through which they interact with others (Khaironi, 2017). Therefore, given the importance of moral education, moral education is crucial to be given in early childhood. There are various means or media in instilling moral values ​​in early childhood. One of them is a fairy tale book. Through the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" with the storytelling method, the process of inculcating moral values ​​becomes more meaningful. Fairy tales are the most appropriate media in the development of positive parenting for children to instill life values ​​democratically, without indoctrination, but more child-friendly (Wardani et al., 2016).
Method

This study aims to get an in-depth picture of the cultivation of moral values ​​through the medium of the fairy tale book "ANTASARI." This research is a descriptive study with a qualitative approach to instilling moral values ​​in early childhood at Insan Azkia Kindergarten Banjarmasin. Sampling was carried out on children in group A TK Insan Azkia Banjarmasin. The number of subjects in this study was 14 students. This research focuses on introducing six moral values ​​to early childhood using the fairy tale book "Antasari." Antasari is an acronym for the moral values ​​of Amanah, Love of God and His Creation, Responsibility, Fairness, Politeness, and Confidence.

In this study, the researcher acts as an instrument. Researchers play a direct role in analyzing and identifying problems that occur in research, especially in terms of inculcating moral values ​​in early childhood. The primary data in this study are students' attitudes in their daily behavior. The students who were observed in this study amounted to 14 students. Meanwhile, secondary data is the media used to teach moral values ​​to early childhood while at school in the form of a fairy tale book "Antasari." The authors use the triangulation method to obtain the research data's validity. The triangulation method used in this study is source triangulation and method triangulation. The data analysis method used in this study is the Miles and Huberman interactive method.

The techniques used in data collection are interviews, observation, and documentation. Interviews were conducted with the teacher to determine the moral values ​​taught during the learning process and the media used to teach moral values ​​to children. Observations were made to see the process of recognizing moral values ​​during learning. Documentation was also carried out to determine the process of inculcating moral values ​​using the fairy tale book "Antasari". 
Results
Data were collected through interviews and observations regarding students' inculcation of moral values ​​. In addition, interviews were conducted with Insan Azkia Banjarmasin Kindergarten teachers. The results of the interviews are explained as follows.

The results of interviews with teachers show that children do not correctly understand the moral values ​​that must be applied in everyday life. Teachers have taught moral values through orders, invitations, and role models. The teacher instills moral values every day in the learning process. The inculcation of moral values ​​is intended, so that future generations have good morals. Therefore it must be taught from an early age. According to the teacher, the inculcation of moral values ​​is carried out by the teacher as a model for positive behavior to be imitated. The teacher becomes a concrete role model for children to be imitated and accepted more quickly.

The use of the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" is one of the means or media in introducing moral values ​​to children in a fun and meaningful way. The fairy tale " ANTASARI " story contains six moral values: trust, love of God and His creation, responsibility, fairness, courtesy, and self-confidence. In addition, several moral values are implied in the story even though they are not highlighted in the book's main title, such as being diligent, loving each other, being firm, and not easily discouraged. The characters in the fairy tales that are conveyed are good characters and flawed characters. However, when telling stories, the teacher tells more about good characters.

The process of inculcating moral values ​​through the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" is the existence of planning, implementation, evaluation, and results. Preparation before storytelling activities using fairy tale books is to form an RPPH. The type of fairy tales in the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" are fables that animals play in the story. The animals chosen in the characterizations are animals around the child's living environment, such as monkeys, turtles, probosci monkeys, butterflies, and chickens. The story presented uses a simple plot to make it easier for children to understand and follow the storyline. The problems presented in fairy tales are not complicated and easy to understand. This fairy tale also provides informative functions such as butterflies eating honey, cocoons of origin of butterflies, and mangrove leaf shoots as probosci's monkey food.

The evaluation used by the Insan Azkia Banjarmasin Kindergarten teacher in the form of observation, conversation, and performance. The teacher carries out observations (observations) of children during the learning process. The teacher looks at the attitudes and behavior of the children during the learning process. After the storytelling activity, the teacher continued the conversation by asking again about the story's contents. The teacher asks questions about what good behavior is done and what lousy behavior is done. The teacher performs the work after the storytelling activity, and the children try to do the same as the story told by the teacher. Children practice sharing behavior with friends and do not fight over toys or objects in the classroom.

The results of inculcating moral values ​​through storytelling activities are that children's knowledge becomes more comprehensive, children can think and distinguish between good and evil, and children retell the contents of stories the teacher has told. Children's behavior after the story is read to be good, imitating the stories previously conveyed by the teacher. Supporting factors in instilling moral values ​​in Insan Azkia Banjarmasin Kindergarten are:

1. Children get stories not only from school but also from home.

2. Teachers are given various kinds of training, including storytelling training.

3. The existence of various kinds of storytelling media and the availability of various kinds of storybooks.

4. The teacher's behavior is an example for children, such as dressing politely (hijab) and speaking softly.

Inhibiting factors in inculcating moral values ​​through storytelling activities (a) the loudness, weakness, and high tone of voice when the teacher tells stories have not been seen; (b) the language wealth owned by the teacher is still lacking and only reads books; (c) some children still cannot focus on listening to the story the teacher tells.

Discussion

The inculcation of moral values ​​taught through storytelling activities using the fairy tale book "ANTASARI" shows that children's knowledge becomes more comprehensive after telling stories, and children can retell the contents of stories that the teacher has told. This follows (Wright et al., 2013) that children aged five years can develop cognitively and retell and enjoy mastery, even imitating scenes from the story. In addition, after telling stories, children can distinguish between good and evil. Children think that if the action is good, it will be imitated, while if the action is terrible, the child will not imitate it.

 Storytelling helps teach children to listen, and develop oral and written skills (Isbell, R., Sobol, J., Lindauer, L., & Lowrance, 2004). Storytelling has a huge influence on the cultivation of children's moral values. Fairy tales make it easier for children to imagine and play a role as if experiencing directly the characters in the story. Children's behavior changes after hearing the story read by the teacher. Children generally imitate the good behavior in fairy tales. One example of behavior imitated by children is sharing with others. This is under Akhwan (2014), who argues that two types of learning experiences influence moral behavior: direct experience based on rewards, punishments and observational learning based on moral behavior by observing others.

The supporting factor in instilling moral values ​​through storytelling is the behavior of teachers at Insan Azkia Banjarmasin Kindergarten being a good role model for children, such as dressing politely (hijab) and speaking softly and politely, using good language in communicating, listening and respecting children's opinions. A good teacher is a teacher who has "educational behavior" including heavy requirements, but educators must be able to control themselves (self-command) and manage their lives to be emulated by those under their leadership. In line with this, building or instilling morals uses a comprehensive approach, namely a teacher must act as a caregiver, model, and mentor, which means treating children with love, setting a good example, and supporting children's prosocial behavior. In addition, teachers must also teach morals through the curriculum, namely by teaching kindness, teaching self-control.

A very large classroom is the inhibiting factor in inculcating moral values ​​through storytelling or storytelling activities. This causes children to become noisy and run around in the classroom, so storytelling activities do not go well. Not to mention that several students from other groups who were applying stories in moral cultivation entered the class. As in the Law of the Republic of Indonesia Number 20 of 2003 in Chapter XII article 45 concerning educational facilities and infrastructure, which states that each formal and non-formal education unit provides facilities and infrastructure that meet educational needs under the growth and development of physical potential, intellectual intelligence, social, emotional, and psychological learners. Classrooms include infrastructure in the learning process. A supportive classroom will help children receive good learning. Therefore, schools must provide adequate infrastructure and support the learning of students. The existence of supporting infrastructure will make children comfortable in school. When children feel comfortable at school, the cultivation of moral values ​​will go well.
Conclusions
Based on the study results, it can be concluded that teachers at Insan Azkia Kindergarten Banjarmasin have instilled six moral values: Amanah, Love of God and His Creation, Responsibility, Fairness, Politeness, and Self-confidence. The way to instill these values is through the fairy tale book "Antasari" as a medium for teaching moral values. The teacher also provides role models for children to imitate. Cultivating moral values using the fairy tale book "Antasari" becomes fun and meaningful for children. 
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
