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Abstract

The phenomenon of institutional dichotomy and secularization of the modern education system resulted in Muslims facing a crisis of religious humanism and spirituality. Addressing theis crisis, Muslims need solutions by creating a relevant and constructive Islamic spiritual education system. Therefore, this study aims to find and systematize in theory Islamic education based on spirituality. The results concluded by the study were: first, Seyyed Hossein Nasr interpreted Islamic spirituality as an expression of a servant's closeness to his God through the realization of the principle of Tawhid. Spiritual harmonization in various aspects, including the body, spirit, and universe, is needed to achieve human spiritual well-being. In Nasr's traditional Islamic view, prayer and dhikr and the preservation of nature can reveal the spiritual sanctity value of the body, spirit, and universe. Second, the construction of Nasr's Islamic spiritual education is Islamic education for the balance of rational, moral and spiritual aspects of man. Nasr believes that the construction of Islamic spiritual education like this, can produce a complete human character (al-insân al-kâmil). In this context, Nasr hopes that educators will teach the concept of sacred knowledge (scientia sacra) based on the principle of tawhid to instill awareness of two missions, namely as khalîfat Allâh fî al-ard and as 'abd Allah (servant of Allah) to students. 
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
